Documented Assessment After Mammogram (DBM-E) 

 
Measure Description 

The percentage of episodes of mammograms documented in the form of a BI-RADS assessment within 14 days of the  

mammogram for Members 40–74 years of age that occur from December 18, 2024 through December 17, 2025.  

Definitions 

Episode Date: The date of service for an eligible encounter during the intake period with a mammogram procedure. 

BI-RADS Assessment: Clinically documented BI-RADS score. BI-RADS is a standardized classification system proposed  

by the American College of Radiology, used for imaging of mammography, ultrasound, and MRI of the breast.
